At the Michigan CEC Conference, the winner(s) will be presented a professionally framed poster and a $50 gift at the Honors and Awards Reception on March 3, 2022 at the Grand Plaza Hotel in Grand Rapids. The sponsor will also receive $50. After the conference, a framed poster will be on display at the Michigan Department of Education, Office of Special Education and Early Intervention Services in the Hannah Building in Lansing.
